Dear Friends,

[ am the Bread of Life

We all know this song. I so wanted to have it sung at my
father’s funeral that in the midst of my grief at his sudden
death, I mustered the energy to persuade the cantor to sing
it even though she thought it was too difficult, or out of her
range. The lyrics of the verses inspire and invite, and the
refrain offers great promise. I often use this song in my
personal prayer as I reflect on the power of the Body and
Blood of Christ in my life.

I am the bread of life.

He who comes to me shall not hunger;
he who believes in me shall not thirst.
No one can come to me

unless the Father draw him.

The bread that I will give

is my flesh for the life of the world,
and he who eats of this bread,

he shall live forever,

he shall live forever.

I am the resurrection,

I am the life.

He who believes in me
even if he die,

he shall live forever.

Yes, Lord, I believe
that you are the Christ,
the Son of God,

who has come

into the world.

And I will raise him up,
and [ will raise him up,
and [ will raise him up on the last day.

People who know me know of my deep love for and
devotion to the Eucharist. From the time of my youth, I
have experienced strength and consolation from receiving
our Lord in the Eucharist. Daily Mass has been part of my
spiritual journey for as long as I can remember. At St.
Giles, before school, I would attend daily Mass and often
serve at the altar. At Fenwick, my mother would drop me
off before she went to school to teach and I was able to
attend 8:10am Mass before the school day began at 8:48.
At Marquette, I ended every day during the week with
10:00pm Mass at a very special Chapel called Saint Joan of
Arc. At Mundelein seminary, we would gather as a com-
munity before lunch to celebrate the Eucharist together.
And as a priest, my favorite thing to do is to celebrate Mass
for the community. As I counsel people who are going
through difficult times, I often tell them to go to Mass more
than once a week and to touch the poor once a week. The

Eucharist strengthens us, and the
poor keep us grounded. Both remind
us of the great blessings we have
received.

It edifies me to see the large numbers
of faithful people filling our pews on
Sunday and during the week. When ¥ a
we determined that Sunday sports r ' ;i
often prevented families from == :
making it in the morning on Sundays, we added the 4:45
pm Mass on Sundays at Saint Joseph. That Mass now
competes with 9:30 and 10:30am for our most populated
Mass. Our 6:30 and 8:30am daily Masses are experiencing
record crowds. Our school Masses are standing room only,
with parents filling the choir loft. Tuesday’s final Mass
with the eighth graders was especially powerful.

Speaking of the students, on Wednesday I spent my last
class with 8 Green in the school. I taught each of the three
sections weekly all year. As a final exercise, the students
wrote words of thanks to the Saints JFX parishioners for
supporting the school. I share their comments here.

I value
my catholic education at SJFX because...

We can celebrate Mass with our community

We learn to help the environment, even by just picking up
trash around the field

We can learn about God and our faith

We can go on fun events and trips

We can be involved in community service projects and

We have great and amazing teachers that prepare us for
high school

We can do more with a variety of things and activities

We get taught how to be a good person and not just about
education and school

We get taught how to act more like Jesus

We always have someone to be with and we are very
connected to each other

We can learn about our religion and be taught of it

We have very supportive teachers that help us understand
topics and other curriculums

The teachers care about teaching us our faith
